The 2007 Sport Pony Canada Annual General Meeting took place online via SKYPE at 7 pm Sask. time (6 AB, 5BC, 7MB, 8ONT).  In attendance were Alana Longman, Katrina Schumacher, John Schumacher, Cindy Wilinski, Beth Regehr, Dawn Davey, Dennis Hawkins, Diana Hawkins, Dorothea Hill, and Deborah Dobson.

President Alana Longman called the meeting to order.  The minutes of the 2006 AGM were read.  Cindy Wilinski made the motion to adopt the minutes as read. Seconded by Dawn Davey. Carried.

A brief discussion regarding Housekeeping Amendments clarified that a Family Membership is entitled to two(2) votes.  There were no other amendments or discussion regarding Housekeeping Amendments to the Constitution.

Beth Regehr nominated Lorna Lancaster for Second Vice President.  Although not in attendance, Lorna Lancaster accepted the nomination at the January 30 meeting. Seconded by Dawn Davey.  Carried.

Beth Regehr nominated Cindy Wilinski for Secretary/Treasurer.  Seconded by Katrina Schumacher.  Carried.

Dawn Davey nominated Dennis Hawkins to sit on the Board of Directors.  Seconded by Cindy Wilinski. Carried.

Dorothea Hill nominated Deborah Dobson to the Board of Directors.  Seconded by Dawn Davey.  Carried.

Cindy Wilinski nominated Beth Regehr to the Board of Directors.  Seconded by Dawn Davey.  Carried.

Alana Longman opened the floor for nominations or volunteers to step forward to the Executive Committee, consisting of the current president, treasurer, and two(2) members.  Dorothea Hill volunteered for a member position.  Accepted.  A position for another member to sit on the Executive Committee is still open.  Tabled.
Dorothea Hill, Beth Regehr, and Katrina Schumacher volunteered to sit on the three(3) member Studbook Committee.  Accepted.  A Studbook Committee meeting was scheduled by Alana for April 7, 2007 after the Judy Wardrope Clinic.

Katrina Schumacher volunteered to be the board member for the three(3) member Law Review Committee.  Cindy Wilinski volunteered.  Accepted.  Lorna Lancaster’s name was brought forth and it was decided to confirm with Lorna whether or not she was interested in sitting on the Law Review Committee again for 2007.  Tabled.

Correspondence was presented. Cindy Wilinski posted a letter from Beth Regehr on the screen.  Dawn Davey made a motion to have Cindy Wilinski compose a letter to Equine Canada and the FEI, subject to review by the SPC Executive before mailing.  Seconded by Beth Regehr.  Carried.

Old Business was discussed.  A statement from SPC President Alana Longman was posted with regards to the current status of the CWHBA/CSHA breed descriptions.  Alana stated that “…it only makes sense to wait for these two existing breed registries to come up with a suitable description that we can then adjust to fit the needs of Sport Pony Canada. The proposed timeline for CSHA/CWHBA to have this done is the end of March 2007.”  The CWHBA/CSHA advisory board has asked APA (Animal Pedigree Act) to explain what would be a suitable, acceptable description.
Alana Longman asked for volunteers to the Show Committee.  Cindy Wilinski and Deborah Dobson volunteered. Carried.

Alana Longman tabled New Business, including Show Rules and a proposed amendment to EC to the next general meeting.  Business relating to the Judy Wardrope Clinic and Studbook Discussion was also tabled to the next meeting.
