AGM was not called to order but a general meeting was and the following New Business was discussed:
Proposed amendment wording to send to Equine Canada re: Pony Divisions.
Proposal - Add to all open pony divisions - Open Pony - May be handled by any age rider (children and adults) with size of rider to be proportionate to size of pony.

Rationale - Currently adults cannot show ponies in pony divisions and children cannot show stallions, therefore it is next to impossible to show a pony stallion under saddle, as well there are an increasing number of adults enjoying ponies that are being discriminated against at shows. As well there is no reason that a mature junior couldn't safely handle a well-behaved stallion, especially in individual performance classes (dressage, over fences) and in FEI shows juniors safely handle stallions.

Katrina Schumacher motioned that the above proposal be sent to Equine Canada. Dorothea Hill Seconded. None opposed, motion passed.

Proposal will be sent to Bill DesBarres, Equine Canada head of Breeds & Industry. If any Ontario (or other) members are planning to attend the Equine Canada convention, and want to formally present the matter, could they please get in touch with Alana.

Cindi Willinski volunteered for the Secretary/Treasurer position.

It was discussed that this year we would try to fill at least one VP position and have one Director from each province that requested it, starting with AB, SK and ON.
